Our vision is to supply a high quality and appropriate learning environment to all students
in our charge and to have those students develop to their fullest potential in a school
culture which is dynamic, safe, supportive and future oriented.

CURRICULUM STATEMENT

Stage 1 and 2 is the culmination of many years of effort in school. It can be a rewarding
time, one that will carry with it many memories. It is important that you re-evaluate the
decisions you made when beginning senior secondary studies and to make changes in
subject choices, if necessary, to ensure a successful completion of the final year of
school. Make sure that you are studying subjects you will enjoy and that you have
thoroughly researched your future pathways so that your year 12 year gives you the best
possible grounding for your future pathways.

Remember that year 11 and 12 are hard work, which requires consistent effort; you need
to be organised from day one.

A NOTE to REMEMBER:

The Northern Territory Certificate of Education requirements are governed by the SACE Board of
South Australia. The SACE Board is an independent authority of the South Australian government. It
serves year 11 and year 12 students in all schools within NT and SA.

Policy

The NTCE is a completion certificate which covers two or more years of study (normally years 11 and
12). The certificate involves two levels of study, referred to as Stage 1 (equivalent to year 11) and
Stage 2 (equivalent to year 12).

Purpose of the NTCE

The NTCE aims to:

= cater for a wide range of abilities;

= provide opportunities to specialise or experience a broad range of curriculum;

= provide a pathway from school to work or further education including university degree courses of
study.

Features of the NTCE

The curriculum is divided into units of study at two stages. Each unit of study is approximately sixty
hours in length. Most students take twelve units in Stage 1 (year 11) and ten units in Stage 2 (year 12).
This leads to a total of twenty-two units over the two (or more) years of study. Of these ten Stage 2
units, six must be 2-unit sequences (i.e. equivalent of three full-year subjects).

All students wishing to go onto higher education with a
Tertiary Entrance Rank
must choose
5 x 2 unit (in sequence) Stage 2 units of either
HESS General or HESS Restricted subjects (scaleable units).

There are compulsory patterns of study at Stage 1 and Stage 2.
In Stage 1 the following pattern of study is required:

two units of English or English as a Second Language;

one unit of Mathematics;

two units of Group 1 (Arts/Humanities/Social and Cultural Studies);
two units of Group 2 (Maths/Science/Technology).

This is a total of 7 compulsory units.

In Stage 2 the following is required:

= atwo-unit sequence in a Group 1 (Language Rich) subject;

= atwo-unit sequence in a Group 2 (Quantitative/Experimental) subject;

= one additional two-unit sequence.

This is a total of 6 compulsory units.

! Stage 1 and Stage 2 units are accredited by the Senior Secondary Assessment Board of South Australia.

CRITERIA FOR STAGE ONE COURSE GROUPINGS

GROUP 1: ARTS/HUMANITIES/SOCIAL and CULTURAL STUDIES

Group 1 subjects place a major emphasis on developing students’ ability to:

= understand the organisational and stylistic features of a range of activities within one or more
cultures;

= consider how cultures are developed and expressed;

and either
= understand how people and societies behave;

or
= express their cultural understanding through artistic activities.

Group 1 courses will engage students in activities which include:

= the discussion of ideas, information, theories, and events relating to their culture or society;
= the development of a repertoire of skills to express their understanding of culture or society;
= the experience of social-cultural ideas and events.

Group 2: MATHEMATICS/SCIENCE/TECHNOLOGY

Group 2 subjects place a major emphasis on developing students’ ability to:

= manage and manipulate quantitative data and ideas;

= appreciate general principles relating to the functioning of mathematics, science and technology in
society;

= understand the quantitative techniques used in mathematics, science and technology;

= apply elementary practical techniques used in mathematics, science and technology.

Group 2 courses will engage students in activities which include:

= using experimental techniques associated with physical events in the world and physical properties
of the world;

= using quantitative methods to analyse those events and properties;

= directly manipulating data, ideas and events.

The classification of subjects for NTCE purposes as arts/humanities/social and cultural studies or
mathematics/science/technology does not reflect on the status of any subject. It is simply a
classification used to determine whether or not students have satisfied NTCE requirements for the
inclusion of studies that have particular qualities considered important for a balanced education.

VOCATIONAL EDUCATION AND TRAINING

VET refers to the curriculum accredited by the vocational education and training sector. VET courses
are designed to give students practical work-based educational experiences within real-life work
contexts. These courses are nationally accredited by industry and count as subjects within the NTCE.
All VET-in-Schools programmes are linked to further training programmes, including school-based
apprenticeships.

Students can be granted up to 12 units of credit towards the NTCE for successfully completed VET
studies. Fifty hours of off-the-job training in VET is granted as credit for one NTCE unit.





ASSESSMENT AND CERTIFICATION FOR THE NTCE

Recorded Achievement (RA)
A result of ‘recorded achievement’ against a unit means that:

" at Stage 1 — the student has demonstrated evidence of achievement that is equivalent to a
score of between 3 and 9 out of 20 in an approved unit of study, according to the criteria for judging
performance in the relevant curriculum statement. In Community Studies, the student must present
evidence of having attempted some of the tasks agreed to on his/her contract of work.

" at Stage 2 — the student has gained a Subject Achievement Score of between 3 and 9 out of
20. In Community Studies, the student must present evidence of having attempted some of the tasks
according to the criteria negotiated in his/her contract of work.

Satisfactory Achievement (SA)
A result of ‘satisfactory achievement’ against a unit means that:

" at Stage 1 — the student has demonstrated evidence of achievement that is equivalent to a
score of 10 or more out of 20 in an approved unit of study, according to the criteria for judging
performance in the relevant curriculum statement. In Community Studies, the student must present
evidence of having completed all of the tasks agreed to on his/her contract of work.

" at Stage 2 — the student has gained a Subject Achievement Score of 10 or more out of 20. In
Community Studies, the student must present evidence of having completed all of the tasks according
to the criteria negotiated in his/her contract of work.

Requirements Not Met (RNM)
" This indicates that the subject cannot be counted as one of the 22 units for the NTCE and will

not appear on the certificate. The student would have gained a score from 0-2 on the 20-point scale
which means they have not achieved any of the outcomes of the subject.





ENTRY INTO UNIVERSITY

Interstate Institutions

e To obtain a Tertiary Entrance Rank, students must complete the NTCE with five HESS GENERAL
or HESS RESTRICTED Stage 2 subjects of one-year length (2 x 2 unit sequences). Community
Studies is NOT a suitable subject.

e Universities may specify aggregate components for some courses and may have course-specific
HESS groups (students are advised to check with individual institutions).

e The University Aggregate is the scaled points of the best four scaled scores (out of 20) plus ten
points on the fifth subject. These points will be calculated by halving the scaled score.

Some tertiary institutions require students to have completed selected Year 12 subjects (pre-
requisites). Students considering undertaking tertiary study are strongly advised to check pre-requisite
senior secondary courses of study with individual institutions. Pre-requisites vary between institutions
and between faculties within institutions. A list of tertiary admission centres for each State and
Territory is provided at the Career Advice Centre.

Students should be aware that qualifying for entry to a course does not necessarily mean that a place
will be available. The majority of courses have quotas.

By focusing on the
craft of other authors, students then develop their own skills in
creating texts. Students will write, view, speak and use
information and communication technologies in a variety of forms
that reflect and extend their creative ability and their capacity for
critical reasoning.

Through shared and individual
study of texts, students will encounter different opinions about
texts; have opportunities to exchange and develop ideas; find
evidence to support a personal view; and learn to construct logical
and convincing arguments.

English Studies consists of a text study and a text production study.
Text Study: comprises 4 shared studies and an individual study.

e A study of 2 single texts

Individual Study:
